Connecting to eduroam via Apple iPad

The following instructions are intended for users who wish to connect to the eduroam
network using the Apple iPad.

1. Browse to the [Settings] icon on your device. From the menu that appears,
select [Wi-Fi] and ensure that your Wi-Fi service is switched on. If you are
within range of the "eduroam" service, it will be displayed in the [Choose a
Network] list (Figure 1).
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2. Select "eduroam™ and you will be prompted to enter your credentials. (Figure
2). Enter your credentials in the following format:

Username: your_login@natur.cuni.cz
Password: your CAS password



3. Once you have entered your credentials you will be prompted to accept a
certificate called, iradius.natur.cuni.cz (Figure 3). Click [Accept]. Your service
is now ready to use.

Users of the eduroam service must abide by Charles University’s Code of Conduct,
and any equivalent policies at visited institutions, in addition to the eduroam policy.

It is the responsibility of the user to ensure their device is password protected to
secure any saved credentials stored on the machine used for accessing eduroam.
This may be in the form of a passcode on a mobile apple device for example, or
windows user account equivalent.
